Condensation on rangehood 
surfaces
In some applications customers 
using induction cooktops may ex-
perience condensation forming on 
surfaces of the rangehood.
Some conditions may contribute 
to the formation of condensation 
such as;
• Room temperature and humidity.
• Installation height of rangehood

above the cooktop.
• Size and type of cookware used.
• How the induction cooktop is

used.
• Incorrect flue diameter (i.e. too

small), flue length too long, too
many bends in flue.

Some methods to reduce the oc-
currence of condensation are;
1. Use the right speed according

to the type of cooking;
a. Speed 1: light frying/boiling.
b. Speed 2: frying/wok cooking/
heavy boiling.
c. Speed 3: grilling, intensive
frying and wok cooking.

2. Before you start cooking, switch 
on the range hood at minimum
speed, to control moisture and
remove cooking odour;

3. Increase the range hood speed
only when the amount of va-
por makes it necessary; (i.e.,
increase fan speed as more
steam is generated).

4. Use boost speed only when it
is strictly necessary.

5. Use pot lid when boiling to
control moisture.

6. If the cooking zones of the in-
duction cooker allows, choose
the smallest pot practicable for
cooking.

7. Keep range hood filter(s) clean
to optimize grease and odour
efficiency.

CONTROL PANEL

button function

A = Off Turns off the motor.

B = Speed

•  Increase the speed only in case of large amount of

smoke and vapour and use boost speed(s) only in

extreme situations.

•  Replace the charcoal filter(s) when necessary to

maintain a good odour reduction efficiency.

•  Clean the grease filter(s) when necessary to maintain

a good grease filter efficiency.

•  Use the maximum diameter of the ducting system

indicated in this manual to optimize efficiency and

minimize noise.

Hob to Hood remote control

NOTE: This Hood can be switched on remotely by certain 

cooktops that have compatible Hob to Hood capability.

The Hob to Hood remote capability is always active for this 

hood, just install it above a compatible cooktop with Hob 

to Hood capability to use this feature directly.

Long Life Carbon Filter

The anti-odour filter can be washed and regenerated every 

3-4 months (or more frequently if the hood is subject to 

intensive use), up to a Max. of 8 regeneration cycles (in 

case of particularly intensive use it is recommended that 

you do not exceed 5 cycles).

Regeneration procedure:

Wash in the dishwasher at a Max temperature of 70ºC or 

hand wash in hot water without using abrasive sponges 

(do not use detergents!).

Dry in the oven at a Max temperature of 70ºC for 2 hours 

or dry at room temperature, standing the filter in a vertical 

position to facilitate drainage.

NOTE: Replacement carbon filters are available from 

Electrolux spare parts.

Grease Filters

Clean or replace the filters continuously according to below 

time intervals, to maintain good performance of the hood 

and to prevent a potential fire hazard, caused by excessive 

grease build-up. The grease filters must be cleaned every 

2 months of operation, or more frequently for particularly 

heavy usage, and can be washed in a dishwasher. 

Replacing the lamps

For replacement, please contact an Authorised 

Service Center.
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TROUBLE SHOOTING

If there is a fault, first try to find a solution to the problem 

yourself. If you cannot find a solution to the problem 

yourself, contact an authorized service center.

Before contacting the Authorised Service Centre:

Ensure that the discharge duct is correctly fitted to the 

air outlet, unit using an appropriate connection system.

warranty;

(f)  ‘you’ means the purchaser of the Appliance not having purchased

the Appliance for re-sale, and ‘your’ has a corresponding meaning.

2.  Application: This warranty only applies to new Appliances, purchased 
and used in Australia or New Zealand and is in addition to (and does not
